Bienvenue à la classe de français! This French class is designed for the above average student who wishes to be challenged in the French language. The same curriculum as Français 8 will be covered, but at a faster pace and much enrichment. We will spend the first few classes going over the basics of the French language, as most of you come from many different backgrounds and experiences with it. We will then start with an introductory program, entitled Monsieur LeBlanc. In this program, you will learn about concepts such as the school environment, family relations, numbers and how to tell time. Following this program, we will start CommuniQuête 1, which will reinforce the skills you learned from M. LeBlanc using topics such as multiple personalities, creating your own restaurant, creating an invention and exploring Canadian phenomenons. With both programs, you will be exposed to authentic documents such as DVDs, magazines, books and music to help enrich your experiences with French.

Attendance

Regular attendance is mandatory for this class. Many of the new skills you will learn in class are immediately put into practice either orally or in writing. If you are absent, you are responsible for all missed assignments, quizzes and/or tests. If you are/will be away, you must bring in a signed note from a parent or guardian excusing your absence(s). This note must be handed in immediately when you return or before your absence, even if you’ve already cleared your absence(s) with the school.
Assignments/Tests
All assignments must be completed or handed in on the date assigned. If you are unable to hand in an assignment, please make arrangements with me in advance (not the day of, unless the circumstances are extenuating) regarding an extension or an alternate arrangement. Late assignments lose 25% on the first class, and another 25% if late on the second class. After the second class, you will have a maximum of three more classes to hand in the assignment; otherwise you will receive ‘0’. ANY ASSIGNMENT USING TRANSLATORS/HELP FROM EX-IMMERSION STUDENTS WILL RECEIVE A ‘0’. 
Quizzes and/or tests are assigned anywhere from a week in advance to two weeks in advance. Outlines will be given to let you know exactly what you need to study, so there are no surprises. If you are away on the day of a quiz or test, you must make arrangements to write the test on an alternative date immediately upon return. You will only have a week from the date of your return to make it up.

Please make an effort to be on time for class. Class always begins after the last bell, and it is expected that all students are in class and ready to begin.
