Bienvenue à la classe de français! This French class is designed for those students who would like to push themselves further with the language and refine their skills. We will begin the semester with reviewing concepts from Français 11, with an emphasis on verbs, tenses and vocabulary. We will then be working with the D’Accord 2 book and we will cover themes such as the city, the future and jobs, and the arts. Throughout the semester, you will be exposed to authentic documents such as videos, DVDs, books and music to help enrich your experience with French. 

Evaluation

Throughout the year, you will be doing a variety of projects and assignments. These will each go into the categories of oral, written or dictations. For assignments that are simply a completion mark, the most you will receive is Proficient. 

We will use the proficiency scale to assess what we have learned and how we can develop further.  The Ministry of Education requires a letter grade and percentage for Grades 10-12 as a reflection of your achievement in this course.  Your report card will be based on the summative assessment of curricular competencies.  The term and final grade will be determined based on converting the proficiency scale achievement into a percentage. If you do not show enough evidence, then “Insufficient Evidence (IE)” will be assigned.
