Instructions for homework
CA2: Consulte le dictionnaire!

Part A

-look up each of the words listed in a dictionary (you will only have to use a dictionary for #6, #8, and #9; the rest can be found in the mini-dictionary at the back of your cahier)

-write down whether they are a masculine noun (nm) or a feminine noun (nf)

-finally, write out each word with either le/la or un/une, like in the model example given

Part B

-choose one of the words in the previous activity to correctly label each image

CA3: Décris les objets!

Part A

-using the choices provided, you are describing the different objects with an adjective

-note that some adjectives are already in feminine or masculine, so watch your agreement!

Part B

-you are given a noun in italics (like this), along with two adjectives

-you have to decide which adjective is supposed to go in front of the noun and which is supposed to go after

-follow what has been done in the model and put the adjective that has to go in front first, followed by the adjective that goes after second

CA4: La décharge des adjectifs

Part A

-indicate whether the word given is an adjective or a noun

Part B

-complete the chart with the rest of the forms of the adjectives given (most should be provided for you on the chart on p39 in your cahier or p159 in your livre)

Part C

-you are selecting the best adjective to describe the objects given
-there is only one best answer for each

-you have to decide whether the adjective you have chosen has to go in front of the noun or after it; therefore, you will have one blank space for each object

CA5: Classe les adjectifs!

-in the sentences provided, you have to circle all the adjectives that are being used

-some sentences will have more than one adjective

-once you’ve found all the adjectives, add each adjective into their appropriate spot on the chart

EXAMPLE: Vieille is the adjective in the first sentence. It is feminine singular, so we will put it there in the chart.

-once all the adjectives are in the chart, complete the rest of the chart with the missing adjectives

CA6: Réutilise les adjectifs!

Part A (optional-not necessary to do, but you can certainly try it)

-choose an adjective to describe each of the objects listed

-make sure to make the adjective agree in gender or number, as needed

Part B 

-put each of the examples given into their plural forms

-for the most part, it’s just adding an ‘s’ to each word, but keep in mind that there are some exceptions!
