Weekly Journals
At the beginning of each week, you will be writing a paragraph en français on a topic assigned by me. You will be given 30 minutes to complete your paragraph for the week. The expectation is that you are writing as much as you can for the full 30 minutes. You will not know your topic until journal day, but you can expect it to be related to the themes we are currently covering in the program. There will also be occasions where you can write on the topic of your choice (what did you do over the weekend, what book are you reading right now, an artist you like or saw in concert, etc) or where I will ask you to choose an entry from your journal to rewrite/correct. 
After the time is up, five journals will be collected at random to be evaluated. I look at all your entries as a whole, so if you have one weaker entry, it will not necessarily affect your mark overall if the rest of the entries are quite strong. Journals that are not collected will remain in class in your designated section. For the first few weeks, I will provide feedback for you on how to improve your journals, but you are also welcome to see me outside of class time to go over your journal with me. 
The criterion for your journals is found on the reverse of this sheet. Be especially conscious of your verb tenses as you are writing and ensure to use a French-English dictionary and your notes. There will be certain concepts and/or verbs you must cover, and these will be provided for you along with your topic.
